	PREINSTRUCTIONAL ACTIVITIES

	Motivation: I will begin with a picture or a clip of the completed hairstyle to capture the learner’s attention. 


	Objectives: This is simply going to be either written or spoke. I will say: At the end of this tutorial, you too will be able to achieve this braidout. 


	ASSESSMENT

	Pretest: This will have to be conducted on the honor system. By that I mean that I will let the learner know that they need to be familiar with braiding hair to achieve this braidout and if they are, they should continue watching. They will have to decide on their own if they possess the necessary skills to make a braid. 


	Posttest: This can be achieved by me asking the learners to leave a comment below is they successfully achieved the braidout on their own. 
This can also be done using another learner interview. I can have an open ended interview where they give feedback on their performance. 


	FOLLOW-THROUGH ACTIVITIES

	Memory Aids: Repetition. This style is just repeating the same steps over and over and once they do that a few times, they won’t even need to watch a video to do it. 


	Transfer: I will simply tell the learner to now try the steps on their own and feel free to rewind or pause any sections that they didn’t understand.
